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1. 
AUTHORITY

The Dandaragan Shire Council (Shire) is the owner and manager of the Jurien Bay Aerodrome.  The Aircraft Operator wishes to, and the Shire has agreed, that the Operator be granted certain access and use of the aerodrome on the Terms and Conditions herein contained.

Despite the fact that an Aircraft Operator or a Vehicle Operator has not executed an agreement embodying these Terms of Use, by using Jurien Bay Aerodrome or any other services and facilities at Jurien Bay Aerodrome, they shall be deemed to have accepted and be bound by these Terms of Use (and any amendments thereto) and shall be deemed to have agreed to comply with all of the Shire's rules and reasonable directions in relation to the use of the Aerodrome.

2. 
PURPOSE

To provide guidance to users and tenants of the Jurien Bay Aerodrome to ensure compliance with relevant legislation, Shire policies and procedures, and for the safe conduct of activities at the Aerodrome.

3. 
DEFINITIONS

In this Document unless the contrary intention appears:

	Access
	Means entering or coming on to the Aerodrome property in any manner and by any means whatsoever.

	Aircraft Operator
	Includes the owner, operator, pilot and any other party with any control over or ownership in any aircraft, whom with the authority of the holder of the Certificate of Registration for the aircraft operates that aircraft when it arrives at or departs from Jurien Bay Aerodrome.

	Aircraft Owner
	That person named on the Certificate of Registration.

	Aviation Charges
	The fees and charges set by Council from time to time.

	Aviation Services
	Means facilities and services provided for aircraft movement and aircraft parking.

	Air Navigation Regulations
	Means the regulations made from time to time under the Air Navigation Act 1920.

	Aircraft
	Includes fixed and rotary wing aircraft, balloons, powered or unpowered and, their parts and accessories, equipment and stores.

	Aircraft Register
	The register of Australian Aircraft established pursuant to Regulation 8 of the Civil Aviation Regulations (CAR).

	Aerodrome
	Includes land owned or leased by the Shire known as the Jurien Bay Aerodrome.

	Airside Area
	Commonly means that area of the aerodrome used for aeronautical operations, being runways, taxiways, aprons, aeronautical buffer areas and aircraft parking areas.

	Charges
	Collectively the charges for the use of services at the Jurien Bay Aerodrome

	Terms of Use
	The Conditions upon which the Shire provides access and use of the facilities and services at Jurien Bay Aerodrome and charges for those services.

	Landside
	That portion of the Aerodrome not designated as Airside and which the general public normally has unescorted access.

	Landing Fee
	The fee levied to the aircraft operator on an aircraft weight basis, calculated and published in the Schedule of Charges.

	Legislation
	Means all Commonwealth, State and Local Government Acts, regulations, rules, orders, by-laws and any other orders or directions from any government or statutory bodies relevant to the Aerodrome and/or any access or use of the Aerodrome.

	Operator
	Means a person, organisation or enterprise by whom, or on whose behalf, an aircraft is operated at or otherwise uses the Aerodrome, or a vehicle is operated at or otherwise uses the Airside areas of the Aerodrome.

	Responsible Person
	Is the nominated person having Shire delegated authority to manage and ensure compliance with the Jurien Bay Aerodrome Terms and Conditions? 

	Shire
	Means the Dandaragan Shire Council

	Vehicle Operator
	Includes the owner, operator, driver and any other party with any control over or ownership in any vehicle accessing the Airside area of the Aerodrome.

	Western Australian Police
	Local Hazard Plan – Air Crash (Please note this is not a public document)


4. 
AERODROME FACILITIES AND SERVICES

The Aerodrome facilities include all land, infrastructure and improvements within the Aerodrome, whether owned by the Shire, or another entity e.g. a lessee.

4.1
Use of Jurien Bay Aerodrome

All Operators who use Jurien Bay Aerodrome are subject to these Terms of Use (as amended from time to time) unless the Shire has agreed upon different conditions with an Operator.

4.2
Delivery of Services

The Shire will supply Aviation Services to an Aircraft Operator in accordance with:

a) these Terms of Use

b) all applicable laws and regulations

c) with all due care and skill; and

d) in a manner consistent with best practice for a regional aerodrome

4.3
Applicable Costs

An Aircraft Operator must pay for using facilities and services at the Jurien Bay Aerodrome.

a) The Aviation Services will be paid for in accordance with Clause 6 at the rates specified by the Shire's promulgated Schedule of Aviation Charges, as varied from time to time. 

b) Notwithstanding that these Terms of Use or changes to the Terms of Use have not been notified to an Aircraft Operator, the Operator is liable to pay the charges as per Clause 6 if the Operator uses the Aerodrome.

5. 
OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

5.1
Use of Jurien Bay Aerodrome

Access and Use of Jurien Bay Aerodrome is subject to compliance by the Operator with:

a) local flying restrictions including the requirements of the Civil Aviation Act 1988 and Regulations, the Civil Aviation Safety Regulations 1998, Civil Aviation Orders and the Air Navigation Act 1920;

b) all aircraft on every occasion broadcasting their intention to conduct either a full stop landing or a touch and go landing by a downwind, base leg or final approach call.

c) conditions, instruction, orders or directions published from time to time by the Shire including these Terms of Use.

d) the requirement to obtain and observe the relevant operator licences, including but not limited to airside vehicle permits, access codes and keys in limited number as issued by the Shire at its sole discretion.

5.2
The Operator

An Operator must also comply with the following matters:

a) the Shire's reasonable insurance policy requirements set out in Clause 7.

b) reasonable safety and security directions notified by the Shire from time to time and necessary for the day to day operation of the Jurien Bay Aerodrome, and if reasonably possible, the Shire must consult with Aircraft Operators and try and give at least 7 days notice of any such directions;

c) environmental directions notified by the Shire from time to time, including but not limited to fuel and oil spill reporting and management, and any noise management procedures, 'Fly Neighbourly' policy of the Shire or regulations in place;

d) statutory occupational health and safety laws or regulations in place.

5.3
Use of Common User facilities

Currently, all runways, taxiways and the General Aviation parking apron at Jurien Bay Aerodrome are Common User facilities. An Aircraft Operator will be expected to use the Common User facilities in accordance with these Terms of Use.

5.4
Interruptions and Shutdowns

The Shire may close Jurien Bay Aerodrome or part thereof or interrupt or shutdown a service or facility at any time if the Shire believes it necessary for repair, maintenance of the facilities or because of building or construction work is required on the Aerodrome. In such cases, the Shire will wherever it is reasonably possible to do so:

a) consult, and agree a project plan, with Operators;

b) give prior notice by email or other means of such a disclosure or interruption;

c) use reasonable endeavours to minimise the effect of any such closure or interruption upon Aircraft Operators.

The Shire will not be liable for any loss or damage the Operator may suffer as a direct or indirect consequence of a planned or unplanned closure, interruption or shutdown.

5.5
Interruptions by Aircraft Operators

If in the reasonable opinion of the Responsible Officer, an Aircraft Operator's aircraft, equipment or facilities or activity interrupt or compromise the safe and/or viable operation of the Aerodrome, the responsible Officer may remove, cause to be removed or direct the Aircraft Operator to remove those aircraft, equipment, or facilities or direct or cause the cessation of those activities.  The Aircraft operator will indemnify and keep indemnified the Responsible Officer and the Shire and each of them from any Loss which they or either of them may pay, suffer or incur as a result of the Responsible Officer having to act.

6. 
PAYMENT OF CHARGES

6.1
Payment of Charges

a) It is a condition of use that an Aircraft Operator pays the Charges relating to its use of the Services. The Charges are set by Council from time to time.

b) The Shire holds the Aircraft Owner and Aircraft Operator jointly and severally liable for the payment of all Charges, interest and costs incurred by an Aircraft Operator using the Services.

c) The Aircraft Operator gives to the Shire a lien over each Aircraft which may be in the Shire's possession or control or may be situated at the Aerodrome for the payment by the Operator of all charges, moneys and liabilities due to the Shire under these Terms of Use in respect of the relevant Aircraft and whether or not invoiced by the Shire.  The Shire shall not, in exercising this lien, be liable or responsible for any neglect, loss or damage to any Aircraft however caused.

6.2
Invoicing and Payment of Charges

a) User accounts for the Charges are prepared on a monthly basis.

b) The Tax Invoice will detail the Charges incurred.

c) Payment of all invoices is required by no later than the end of the calendar month immediately following the date of the invoice for the Charges (the 'Due Date')

d) The Shire may charge interest on any Charges which have not been paid from the Due Date.

6.3
Refusal of Access

The Shire may refuse access to the Aerodrome to all or any aircraft of an Aircraft Operator where either has failed to pay the Shire any amount due and payable to the Shire by the Due Date.

7. 
INSURANCE

7.1
Aircraft operator's insurance

a) The Aircraft Operator must at all times have a policy or policies of insurance for at least $20,000,000 insuring against all claims which may be bought against either party for personal injury (including death) and/or damage to property arising out of the use of the Aircraft at the Aerodrome.

b) When required by the Shire produce evidence showing the insurance is in force for the sum notified.

c) If the insurance required by this clause is not in force the Shire may deny the Aircraft use of the Aerodrome.

d) The sum insured is not the limit of liability but merely a minimum amount of insurance the Shire requires the Aircraft Operator to maintain.

8. 
RELEASE AND INDEMNITY

Your risk - you use the Shire's Aerodrome at your own risk.

8.1
General Release

The Aircraft Operator its customers or agents hereby releases the Shire from and against all claims, actions, liabilities and losses arising from, and any costs, charges and expenses incurred in connection with:

a) any loss or damage to any property; or

b) any breach of security resulting in loss or damage to an aircraft, vehicle, its contents and equipment; or

c) any injury or death to any persons; or

d) any other act or thing other than the negligence or default of the Shire which may arise from or in relation to the access and use of the Jurien Bay Aerodrome.

9. 
REMEDIES

9.1
Refusal of Access

The Shire may refuse access to and use of the aerodrome to the Operator and all or any aircraft or vehicles of the Operator where the Operator and/or the aircraft or vehicle owner or operator respectively fails to comply on time with all requirements and orders of authorities, lease approvals and all laws including, without limitation, all relevant environmental protection laws and authorities and the legislation.

9.2
Movement of Parked Aircraft or Vehicles

The Shire may at any time order the aircraft or vehicle owner or operator respectively to either, move a parked aircraft or vehicle to another position or remove it from the Aerodrome. Failure to comply with the order within the period specified in it, the Shire may move or have moved any aircraft or vehicle parked at the aerodrome either:

a) to another location within the aerodrome; or

b) from the aerodrome to any location the Shire deems appropriate.

Should any aircraft or vehicle be moved the Operator shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Shire and its servants, agents and contractors from any damage caused to or by the aircraft or vehicle in any manner whatsoever.

In the event that the Operator fails to comply with any order to move an aircraft or vehicle within a specified period the Operator will be liable for all costs, damages and expenses as a result.

10. 
COMMENCEMENT

Date of currency of the Conditions is at the date on the front page of the Conditions, until changed.

BACKGROUND

This document is to assist in the operation of the Jurien Bay Airstrip in a SAFE and coordinated manner. This will benefit all users of this facility, 24 hours a day seven days a week.

2.
SOP FOR MEDICAL EVACUATION

1. Upon request from appropriate medical officer for a medical evacuation to be conducted, the lead agency will advise the Ranger during normal business hours or the Community Emergency Services Coordinator (CESC) after hours of the approximate time that the aircraft will be due.

2. Upon notification, the appointed St John person will then proceed to the airstrip to conduct a safety sweep of the runway and surrounding grounds, no earlier than 30 minutes prior to arrival.

3. The nominated person must have the appropriate warning devices displayed and operational at all times whilst conducting the safety sweep.

4. Once the safety sweep is complete, they will then advise the medical team.

5. The landing lights are not to be activated until the safety sweep has been completed; this is an added safety measure as if the aircraft is on approach the pilot will activate the lights remotely.

6.  If the landing lights activate whilst conducting the safety sweep the sweeper is to immediately vacate the runway and landing area at the nearest exit.

7. Once completed the sweeper then can activate the lights and do a visual check to ensure that the landing lights are operational. 

8. At no time are any personnel to approach an aircraft whilst it is operational without the permission of the pilot.

9. The last person on site will then ensure all lights have been turned off with the landing lights set to be shut down automatically after 30 minutes.

10. They will then ensure all gates and buildings are secured before departing.

3.
SOP FOR FORCED OR EMERGENCY LANDING

Upon notification of a forced or emergency landing the following procedures are to be followed:

1. Fire and Rescue, St John Ambulance and Police are to be notified by phoning 000.

2. The airstrip manager is to be notified by phone on 0428 114 221.

3. All emergency services are to meet at the emergency entrance to Gate 2 (see attached plan).

4. The airstrip manager will liaise with the Department of Parks and Wildlife (DPaW) for an extra water tender if required.

5. Only the Incident Controller (senior police officer) along with Fire and Rescue crews will be placed within the immediate boundaries of the airstrip with all other emergency crews placed on standby at the entrance to Gate 2.

6. Only once the aircraft in question has touched ground will the fire and rescue crew move towards the aircraft.

7. Once at the scene of the incident, the senior fire and rescue officer will direct his crews to attend to any fire or threat of fire whilst assisting in the evacuation of crew and passengers aboard the aircraft.

8. The incident controller will then arrange for the medical team to care for any injured or distressed passengers away from the incident site to prevent the chance of any further incidents or injuries.

9. At no stage are any persons or personnel to enter the runway or its immediate surrounds without the permission of the airstrip manager or incident controller.

10. All personnel attending an incident must report to the incident control point upon arrival and wait to be tasked.

3.2
Air Accidents

The impact of an air disaster on an urban community is an increasing hazard to the population. Such operations are extremely complex and could involve local, state, federal and international representation. The major response to air emergencies rests with District and State Level Plans and RAAF Emergency Plans. Activation of this Hazard Plan will be authorised by the Jurien Bay police as the emergency coordinator for the purpose of providing the primary response and obtaining local information or resources. Local response arrangements will be in accordance with the Shire of Dandaragan Air Crash Plan & Jurien Bay Airstrip Emergency Procedures respectively.

4.
SOP FOR PRIVATE USAGE

All private users of the airstrips must advise the airport manager of their intended usage of the airstrip; this is to include the length of stay, type of aircraft and number of persons on board.

All persons wishing to maintain their aircraft at the airstrip must have the written permission of the Shire of Dandaragan.

5.
SOP FOR AIRSTRIP INSPECTION

Conducting an airfield inspection requires complete attention to your safety, other airstrip users and departing and inbound aircraft.

Prior to entering the airstrip to conduct an airside inspection, all other gates to the airside area are to be inspected.  Gates that have padlocks are to be checked to ensure they are locked and pedestrian gates are to be checked to ensure they are securely latched.  

Any gate that you enter to go airside is to be secured to deter unauthorised persons or wandering stock, wildlife or domestic animals from gaining entry whilst you are conducting the airside inspection.  

Upon entering airside if there are no aircraft parked on the hard stand area, park your vehicle so that it is clearly visible.  If an aircraft is parked on the hardstand area or an aircraft is clearly on approach or departing keep the vehicle parked on the concrete pad under the roof of the avionics building.  

5.1
Prior to Airside Inspection:

1. Enter the avionics building to ensure the fire extinguisher is available.

2. Enter into the restricted area to ensure air band transceiver is operational, and nothing has tripped off in the building meter box.

3. Switch on the vehicle roof mounted amber beacon.

4. If air band communications is available in the vehicle ensure the unit is on, volume is correct and announce to all aircraft who you are and your intent to conduct a runway inspection of Jurien airstrip.

5. Switch on the vehicle hazard lights.

6. Switch on the vehicles head lights to high beam and when fitted front mounted spotlights.

7. Put on a luminous safety vest as alighting from the vehicle will be required.

8. Walk around the vehicle to inspect all lights are operational and the vehicle has no items likely to fall or blow off.

9. Switch on the runway lights. This switch is mounted on the brick wall under the cover of the avionics building. Turn them off straight away. The runway lights will now remain on for 30 minutes.

10. Turn off your vehicle AM / FM radio or CD player as concentration is paramount.

At a controlled speed, visually inspect all lights on the hardstand area and taxiway.  Prior to entering the runway open the metre box to the south side of the taxiway to ensure power is operational to the electric fence. This is achieved by visually sighting the luminous red power light and listening to the sound of ticking to indicate power source. This inspection time of the electric fence power box will allow you to look and hear for any departing or aircraft on approach.

Driving down the western side of the runway, you need to be observant but not limited to:

1. The condition and illumination of the runway lights.

2. The condition of the white cones.

3. Any wildlife inside the fence line.

4. Any damage to the perimeter fence. 

5. Growth of bushes and weeds either side of the boundary fences or in between the fences.

6. The growth of weeds along the edge of the runway.

7. Close attention to any items on the runway that will impact upon the safety of aircraft.

8. The growth of weeds in close proximity to all runway lights.

9. Sufficient electric fence warning signs particularly in locations where the general public may come into close contact with the fence.

Returning down the eastern side of the runway you need to be observant to all the above but not limited to:

1. The operations of the eight porta flood lights located over the wind sock.

2. The condition of the wind sock.

When any airside inspection has been completed and air band communications exist announce to all aircraft that Jurien airstrip inspection has been completed.

At all times throughout any inspection a high level of vigilance must be maintained.  Keep a close look out for all aircraft activity.  In the event that you are airside and an aircraft is taking off or on approach you are to park the vehicle as far away from the airstrip as possible along the fence line and a light from your vehicle with your safety vest on to allow for the pilot to visibly see you.

In the event that you are called to conduct a runway inspection prior to the arrival of an inbound aircraft which is carrying out emergency services that has advised us it will be leaving a short while after its arrival you are to remain in the area.
